Resolution 2021-R-37 Authorizing Execution of INDOT Agreement.  Council Member Mustain made a motion to approve, Council Member Gilkey seconded the motion and was carried by a 7-0 vote.
Resolution 2021-R-38 Declaring Surplus Property.  Council Member Voignier made a motion to approve, Council Member Hauber seconded the motion and was carried by a 7-0 vote.


Resolution 2021-R-39 Regarding the Acquisition of Town Vehicles
Discussion was held on continuing acquisition difficulties and the most efficient use of funds by the end of the year.  Council Member Gilkey made a motion to approve.  Council Member Henderson seconded the motion and was carried by a 7-0 vote.

Ordinance 2021-Z-10 Rezoning 1925 Greentree Blvd
Discussion was held on concerns regarding the impact of traffic, the density of population, and clarification the proposal is for garages, not a parking garage.  Council Member Voignier made a motion to approve.  Council Member Mustain seconded the motion was carried by a 5-2 vote with Council Members Hauber and Henderson voting nay.

Ordinance 2021-Z-11 Amending Article 4, Division 157 of the Zoning Code Regarding Fences
Discussion was held regarding the correct positioning of the inside of a fence.  Council Member Gilkey made a motion to approve the Ordinance.  Council Member Henderson seconded the motion and was carried by a 7-0 vote.

Ordinance 2021-Z-12 Amending Gateway Crossing PUD
Discussion was held on the traffic coming out of a Coffee Shop drive-thru and the safety of residents and motorists in the area.  Council Member Mustain made a motion to approve.  Council Member Gilkey seconded the motion and was carried by a 5-2 vote with Council Members Henderson and Stonecipher voting Nay.
