Resolution 2021-R-45, a Resolution to close out permanently, funds that have been dormant and with a zero balance for a period of time was presented to Council.  Council Member Henderson made a motion to approve 2021-R-45.  Council Member Mustain seconded the motion and was carried by a 6-0 vote.
